JOB DESCRIPTION
JOB SUMMARY

1.
This is a post for two years full time based at the Leeds Dental Institute and Mid Yorkshire Hospitals NHS Trust Community Dental Service (CDS). The training programme complies with the recommendations of the Joint Committee for Higher Training in  Dentistry.  The post has been provisionally allocated a National Training Number. The normal period of these StR posts will be two years of consecutive training.
Duties of the post

Clinical: 

· This post is based at the Leeds Dental Institute, in the Department of Paediatric Dentistry, but will include GA sessions at Leeds General Infirmary and possible outpatient clinics at other sites.The CDS placement will be based at Newstead House in Wakefield with Joint Orthodontic and Paediatric Planning clinics and Cleft MDTs being held at Pinderfields General Hospital. Training will be designed to prepare the incumbent to complete the Intercollegiate Specialty Fellowship Examination in Paediatric Dentistry. 

· From time to time the Specialty Registrar may be expected to cover certain clinics outside their normal clinical commitment in order to provide suitable clinical cover for the department.  A clinical rota will be provided for this purpose.

Research:  

·   Research activity commensurate with this level of training will be encouraged. Full use of the University of Leeds Medical and Dental libraries will be available, as will the use of computer facilities at the Leeds Dental Institute.

Audit:  

· The Specialty Registrar will be expected to participate in clinical audit, both at a departmental and at a regional level.

Teaching:  

· From time to time the Specialty Registrar will be expected to participate in Undergraduate or Postgraduate teaching.

ABOUT LEEDS DENTAL INSTITUTE:

The Institute was established on 1st April 1992 and is a semi autonomous body with the Leeds Teaching Hospitals NHS Trust incorporating the Dental hospital at leeds and the University of Leeds School of Dentistry.

The unified management and professional staffing arrangements within the Institute reflect the objectives of

· Providing a clinical service

· Providing undergraduate and postgraduate education

· Pursuing research

The Paediatric Dentistry Department:
The department is part of Child Dental Health, which also includes the specialties of Orthodontics and Community Dental Health.

The Clinical area was completely refurbished late 2009. It currently comprises: two single chaired surgeries and a sixteen chaired undergraduate/ postgraduate suite  The laboratory services are housed in the main Hospital Laboratory close to the clinical area.  Full computer facilities for use in clinical audit are available, as are word processing facilities.  The Dental Institute has a computer based patient administration system.

Leeds has a first class record for the training of both undergraduate and postgraduate Paediatric Dentistry students and there is a plentiful supply of clinical material.  There are excellent working relationships with other Specialist Paediatric Dentistry Practitioners in the Yorkshire area.
The Paediatric Dentistry Department is the regional centre for the Yorkshire Cleft Lip and Palate database and has excellent working relationships with other departments within the Institute and with other Paediatric services within the Leeds General Infirmary and St James’s Hospital.  Cleft Lip and Palate Clinics are held at the Institute, as are regular joint clinics with the Orthodontic, Restorative and Oral Medicine Consultant staff.

The Mid Yorkshire Hospitals NHS Trust
The Oral and Facial Specialties (OFS) department includes Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery, Orthodontics and the Community Dental Service. Our OFS team is made up of enthusiastic and highly motivated individuals supported a dedicated specialty-secretariat, with office and networked computer facilities. 

The Community Dental Services cares for the population of Wakefield and District and work across 5 sites. The team comprises of a consultant in Paediatric Dentistry, 2 Senior Dental Officers, 4 Dental Officers and a dental therapist.

The specialist paediatric component of the service is lead by a consultant in paediatric dentistry and provides specialist care to a wide range of children with complex medical problems, learning difficulties, physical disabilities, inherited and acquired anomalies of the dentition, complex dental traumatic injuries and complex social problems.

The trainee would undertake outpatient consultation and treatment sessions in health centres in Wakefield +/- Castleford where treatment is provided either under local anaesthetic alone or combined with inhalation sedation. For those children who cannot tolerate treatment by either of these modalities, there is a fortnightly general anaesthetic list at Pinderfields General Hospital where complete dental rehabilitation is provided. There is also a weekly all day exodontia list. The trainee would also have the opportunity to attend joint orthodontic paediatric planning clinics and multidisciplinary cleft clinics as well as weekly business and access/performance meetings at Pinderfields General Hospital.
The Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery service currently has 3 consultants, 3 Specialty Doctors, 2 Specialty Registrars and 11 core trainees. The Orthodontic clinical team includes 2 consultants, 3 specialty registrars and an orthodontic therapist.

We have excellent facilities with up to date clinical, operating and teaching equipment. Our general anaesthetic services, joint orthodontic paediatric planning clinics and cleft multidisciplinary clinics are based in modern and spacious facilities at Pinderfields Hospital in Wakefield.
